events in a single year.

The 2012 ITA Women’s Championships will begin the action, returning to The Boar’s
Head for the second consecutive year. This year’s tournament, from February 10"-13",
will see the Top Ten-ranked University of Virginia women’s team taking on a field that
will include 16 of the finest teams in the nation. Joining the Cavaliers in vying for the
2012 National Team Indoor Championship title will be Baylor, California (Berkeley),
Clemson, Duke, Georgia, Georgia Tech, Miami, Michigan, Mississippi, North Carolina,

Northwestern, Tennessee, Texas, UCLA and University of Southern California.



Just a week later, the national collegiate tennis spotlight will once again shine on The
Boar’s Head when the 2012 ITA National Men’s Team Indoor Championship returns.
The event was also held at The Boar’s Head in 2010. The University of Virginia Men’s
team will be competing for its fifth consecutive title in the event, which will feature a
powerhouse field including Auburn, Baylor, California (Berkeley), Duke, Florida,
Georgia, Kentucky, Ohio State, Pepperdine, Stanford, Tennessee, Texas, Texas A&M,
UCLA and the University of Southern California.

“The ITA is delighted to return to the Boar’s Head and the University of Virginia this
year for our ITA National Men's and Women's Indoor Intercollegiate Team
Championships,” said ITA Executive Director David A Benjamin. “Their combination of
outstanding facilities and professional hospitality and enthusiastic support makes this a
wonderful partnership, and I know that our varsity student athletes are greatly looking

forward to participating in this event.”

“We are honored that the ITA has entrusted us with the privilege of hosting these two
high-profile events this year,” said James Neiderer, Boar’s Head Sports Club Manager.
